Qualifications
· At least 21 years of age or older.

· Ability to communicate orally and in writing.

· Professional manner and appearance.
· Complete the volunteer application and a face to face interview with Program Director.
· Successfully pass criminal and CPS background checks.
Training Requirements

· Complete 30 hours of Volunteer Training that fulfills the State CASA requirements.
· Complete 12 hours of continued training per year.  

Volunteer Responsibilities

· Keep an accurate contact log and submit a copy to the CASA office every month.
· Work collaboratively with professionals involved in the case.
· Visit the child regularly and interview those with knowledge of the case. 
· Maintain and review records and reports, including medical, clinical, educational, legal, and family services and keep all information confidential.  
· Monitor the case for progress and write a report for the court.

· Attend court hearings which are generally held every three months.
